Student rate 
Student rate is $160 per night, including; 

Student Accommodation: 	Standard Room x 1 night (quad share, 4 single beds, not bunks, with ensuite bathroom)    

Breakfast: 	 Fully cooked hot buffet breakfast including continental option

Morning Tea: 	 Freshly baked item and a piece of fruit

Lunch: 	 Chef’s selection based on seasonal produce and your agenda

Afternoon Tea: 	 Freshly baked item and a piece of fruit

Dinner: 	 Chef’s selected two course menus for the duration of your stay using seasonal produce, incorporating our 
own farmed beef, local poultry, fruit and vegetables from our own kitchen garden and house made desserts.

Staff rate 
One teacher stays free for every 15 students. For example a group of 40 students will include 2 staff free of charge (FOC) staying in a  
sole use or twin share Corporate or Standard Room, subject to availability.

Additional staff, over the FOC allocation, will be invoiced at $200 per night for the duration of stay. This rate also applies to staff 
attending if student numbers are less than 15. All meals included.

Additional staff/facilitators/presenters will be charged the day attendance rate of $80 per day which includes all meals but does  
not include accommodation.
